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HOW TO USE

READYING THE CAMERA

1. Attaching the shoulder strap
o Buckle (Fig.  1-A)
o Hoop (Fig.  1-B)
Pass the strap ends through the camera's strap lugs and adjust the
strap length wi th the buckles.  (Fig.  1)
o To pass the strap end through the hoop, push the hoop back a

bit so that you can do it easier.
O To carry the camera horizontally, use the strap lugs on both sides

of the camera; to carry it vertically, use the two strap lugs on the
r ight  hand s ide.

2. Using the camera case : , :
Use the soft case to protect the camera (Fig. 2)
3. Putting on the lens cap 

' ?i . '

Just fit it on the lens hood to protect the lens from dust and grit.
(Fis. 3)
(Do not wipe the lens with sil icon cloth because it will leave tiny
abrasion marks on the glass. Take special care because dust and
scratches on the lens can impair  i ts  sharpness appreciably.  See
paragraph ent i t led "Cleaning the Lens") .
4. Attaching the viewfinder eyepiece
Just screw it into the eyepiece socket. (Fig. a)
o The eyepiece (-1 d iopter)  on your camera is  designed for  people

with normal eyesight.

LOADING THE FILM

1. Opening the camera back
To open the camera back, erect the camera back lock and press it
down toward the camera bottom. (Fig. 5)
To c lose i t ,  keep the lock erect ,  press the camera back against  the
body,  then snap the lock down.
o The Gamera back won't close unless the camera back lock is

erect.
2. 12Ol22O film selector
o Film Selector Lock (Fig. 6-A)
Whi le pul l ing the f i lm selector  lock,  turn and set  the f i lm selector  for
the f i lm you are using as fo l lows:  (Fig.  6)

o Be sure to set  the f i lm selector  and pressure plate for  the f i lm

(120 or 22Ol you are using.
lf you don't use the correct side of the pressure plate, you won't
get precisely focused pictures because the fi lm will not move into
the exact focal plane. l
(120 roll f i lm is attached to an opaque backing paper over its
ent i re length,  but  such paper is  used only on the leading and
trail ing ends of 220 roll f i lm. The thickness of the backing paper
causes a shift in the position of the focal plane and the pressure

plate adjusts for this difference while keeping the fi lm flat on the
focal plane at one and the same time.)

Caut ion:
lf you switch the fi lm selector after loading the fi lm, caution is
required because the counter may not  reset  as i t  should or  the f i lm
may not  wind proper ly.  In such cases,  the camera funct ion wi l l  return
to normal if you open the camera back and reset the fi lm selector to
the correct  oosi t ion.
(Pressure plate)
lf you are using 120 roll f i lm, you'l l have to use the side of the
pressure plate marked "12O" and i f  you are using 220 ro l l  f i lm,  you, l l
have to use the side marked "220". (Fig. Z)
To turn over the pressure plate, just push it toward the arrow and lift
i t  out .
3. Loading the take-up spool and fi lm
o Spool Knob Release Buttons (Fig. 8-A)
(1)Pop out  the spool  knobs by pressing in the spool  knob re lease

buttons (smal l  red but tons in the supply and take-up s ides).
(Fis.  8)

(2)Take out  the empty spool ,  f i t  i t  in to the take-up chamber ( located
on the same side as the f i lm advance lever) ,  then press in the
take-up spool  knob.

(3) Load the fi lm in the fi lm chamber (located on the same side as
the v iewf inder eyepiece),  then press in the f i lm loading knob.
(Fis. e)

o The take-up spool and fi lm roll can be loaded easier by fitt ing in
the top (camera top) side first.

4. Positioning the fi lm start mark
Pul l  out  the f i lm paper leader,  pass i t  through the f i lm channel ,  insert
the t ip into the s lot  of  the take-up spool ,  and wind the paper leader
around the spool with the fi lm advance lever.
Stop winding as soon as the fi lm start mark on the leader paper is

aligned with the arrow mark I on the right hand side of the fi lm
channel ,  then c lose the camera back.  (Fig.  10)
(Avoiding fi lm slack)
a To prevent the fi lm from slackening, press down the leader paper

near the supply s ide l ight ly  wi th your f inger so that  i t  won' t  buckle,
and wind the fi lm advance lever firmly.

o To prevent the fi lm from becoming loose again when the camera
back is  being c losed,  use the f i lm advance lever to keep the
leader paper taut until you snap the camera back into place.

(Positioning the start mark on 220 roll f i lm
o lf you are using 220 roll f i lm, l ine up the solid arrow mark (normal

lead mark) with the arrow mark I in the fi lm channel. Do not use
the th in hyphenated l ine ( long lead mark) .  (Fig.  10)

5. Winding the fi lm and positioning it for the first shot
o After loading the fi lm, just wind the fi lm advance lever as far as it

wi l l  go.  The exposure counter wi l l  swi tch f rom "S" to "1"  and the
shutter  wi l l  cock by i tsel f .  (F ig.  11)

O Tear of f  the top of  your f i lm box and insert  i t  in  the f i lm reminder
slot  in the camera back.  l t  wi l l  remind you which f i lm you are
using.  (Fig.  12)
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SETTING AND ADJUSTING THE CAMERA
CONTROLS, ETC.

1. Unlocking the lront shutter release
lf you can see the letter "L", the shutter release is locked. To unlock
it, push the front shutter release lock toward the lens so that it
covers the "L".  (Fig.  13)
2. Built-in lens hood
The lens hood is bui l t  in to the lens barrel .  To use,  just  pul l  i t  out .
(Fis.  14)
o Just  pul l  out  the lens hood whi le turning i t .  Thus,  you can do i t

easier .
3. Setting the shutter speed selector and aperture ring
o Shutter  Speed Selector  (Fig.  15-A)
o Aperture Ring (Fig.  15-B)
Pul l  out  the lens hood and set  the shut ter  speed selector  and
aperturb ring for the picture you are taking.
o Be sure to set the shutter speed ring at the click positions.

Caution is required because the shutter blades may not open if
you set it anywhere between click stops.

4. Focusing the lens
Look through the viewfinder eyepiece, center your subject in the
vieMinder,  and turn the focusing r ing to make the double images in
the yel low center  spot  in the v iewf inder converge into one.  (Fig.  16)
o Bright frame (Fig. 16-A)
o Double- image center  spot  (Fig.  16-8)
o Always line up your eye with the center of the viewfinder eyepiece.

lf you don't, the yellow focusing spot will move off center of the
br ight  f rame and you won' t  be able to focus the lens precisely.

5. Composing your picture
O Compose your picture within the bright frame. The top and left

sides of the bright frame will automatically move and correct for

parallax as you focus.
o Moving top and left-side frame lines. (Fig. 16-C)
o To take infrared prctures, measure the distance of the subject

with the focusing ring and set that distance to the infrared mark
(red l ine labeled "R") .  This wi l l  make up for  the s l ight ly  nearer
point  on which you' l l  have to focus.  (Fig.  17)

(Using the depth of field table)
Depth of field is the zone of sharpness in front of and behind the
point  on which the lens is  focused and i t  var ies wi th the lens fobal
length, aperture, and shooting distance. Your camera is provided
with a depth of  f ie ld scale on the lens top on both s ides of  the lens
setting mark, but for more detailed readings, refer to the accompa-
nying depth of  f ie ld table for  your camera.  , . .  I
Example: {JU'In'1,, >", 5
lf the focal length of your camera is 90 mm and you are shooting
from a distance of 5 meters with an aperture of F8, everything
between 4.09 and 6.46 meters from the camera will come into sharp
focus.

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6. Winding the fi lm and cocking the shutter
o l f  the number "1"  is  showing in the exposure counter,  the shut ter

blades wi l l  open and c lose when you press in the top or  the f ront
shut ter  re lease.  To advance the f i lm and cock the shut ter  for  the
next  shot ,  just  wind the f i lm advance lever two t imes.

o The f i rs t  s t roke wi l l  cock the shut ter  and advance the f i lm part ia l ly ;
the second stroke wi l l  complete advancing the f i lm. The winding
angle of the fi lm advance lever will therefore differ on the second
stroke wi th the amount of  unexoosed f i lm lef t .
Note:
To test if the shutter operates or not, open the camera back. You
cannot press down the shutter release with the camera back
closed.

(Shooting with the camera held vertically) (Fig. 18)
lf you are shooting with the camera held vertically, use the front
shutter release. lt wil l let you hold the camera steadier.
(Using a t r ipod) (Fig.  19)
l f  you are shoot ing indoors or  n ight t ime pictures wi th a shut ter
speed of 1/30-second or slower, use a tripod and a cable release.
(Time exposure)
To take long-exposure pictures, set the shutter speed selector to "T"
(Time) and press in the shut ter  re lease.  The shut ter  wi l l  remain open
even if you take your finger off the shutter release.
To trip the shutter, just turn the shutter speed selectorback toward
" 1 " .
o On t ime exposure,  i t  is  a lso possib le to t r ip the shut ter  by

operating the fi lm advance lever, but the fi lm will advance and
move your p icture out  of  posi t ion in th is case.
To trip the shutter on time exposure, always turn the shutter
speed selector. Do not operate the fi lm advance lever.

7.  Unloading the f i lm
o After you complete exposing a roll of fi lm, wind it up to the very

end wi th the f i lm advance lever.  A sudden release of  tension wi l l
te l l  you that  the t ra i l ing end has lef t  i ts  spool  and that  winding has
been completed.  To wind the f i lm completely,  i t  wi l l  take about
three strokes after the release of tension.
Next, open the camera back, take out the exposed roll of fi lm and
seal the end to prevent the roll frorn unwinding. (Fig. 20)

o The empty spool  is  t ransferred to the take-up s ide for  taking up
the next  ro l l  of  f i lm.

8. Taking flash pictures
o lf you are using a small-size clip-on flash, clip it into the accessory

shoe on the camera top.  (Fig.  21)
o To use the sync socket, turn the sync socket cover with your

f inger in the di rect ion of  the arrow, then plug the cord into the
socket. (Fig. 22, 231

o The 65 mm lens of the GSW690lll has a covering power of 760 or
eouivalent  to that  of  a 28 mm lens on a 35 mm camera.  This
means that a flash with a small covering angle will not provide
enough l ight  a long the picture edges.  Be sure to use a f lash wi th
a cover ing angle that  is  wide enough for  a 28 mm lens on a 35
mm camera.

o Your camera has an X-contact, that is, electronic flashes will
synchronize wi th a l l  shut ter  speeds.

o l f  you are using a f lash bulb,  use an M-class bulb wi th a shut ter
speed of  '1 l3O-second or s lower.  l f  the shut ter  soeed is
1/60-second or faster ,  the f lash wi l l  d ischarge but  i t  wi l l  not
synchronize proper ly and a large part  of  the l ight  wi l l  be lost .

CAMERA CARE AND MAINTENANCE

It is assumed that most of you who oWn a Fuji GW69Oil, GSW69OIII
or GW670ltl are professional photographers who will put the camera
to hard use and who cannot afford to develop camera trouble in the
middle of  a job.
It is therefore hoped that the following instructions and recommen-
dat ions wi l l  be studiously heeded.
1. Using the shutter actuation counter
Your camera is provided with a 3-digit shutter actuation counter in
the bot tom which wi l l  te l l  you how many t imes the shut ter  has been
used so that  you' l l  know when the camera needs maintenance.
I t  coun ts  10  shu t te r  ac tua t ions  as  1 ; tha t  i s ,  i f  i t  shows  150 ,  the
shutter has been actuated 1,500 times. After reaching 999 (9,990
shots) it wil l return to 000 with 10 more shots. (Fig. 24)
(Overhaul ing)
Your camera is a precision instrument and it is subject to fair wear
and tear. The heart of your camera is the shutter. lt is intricately
constructed,  precis ion-assembled,  more del icate and less endur ing
in consistency than the other parts, and shutter trouble can be
ruinous to your photographs.  l t  is  therefore recommended as fo l lows
on the strength of thorough factory tests.
(1 )  Shu t te r
Normally, interlens shutters perform perfectly up to about 5,000
shots, after which they become less accurate and may start
behaving errat ical ly .  Af ter  10,000 shots,  the shut ter  b lades wi l l  no
longer open or c lose,  which means they have reached their  endur-
ance limit. Be sure to have your shutter overhauled as soon as it has
been actuated 5,000 t imes;  that  is ,  when the counter reaches 500.
(2)  Fi lm advance uni t  and others
The f i lm advance uni t  is  much more durable than the shut ter .  To be
on the safe srde, however, you should have it overhauled together

with the other mechanisms as soon as the shutter has been
actuated 10,000 times (when the counter returns to 000 from 999).
Note:
It would be wise to have your camera overhauled sooner if you take
a lot  of  p ictures near the ocean or under other adverse condi t ions.
2. Ghecking the camera before shooting
Before loading fi lm in the camera, make it a habit to perform the
fol lowing checks.
(1)  Fi lm advance uni t
Open the camera back and,  whi le watching the take-up spool ,  wind
the fi lm advance lever to make sure the fi lm advance unit is working
smoothly.
(2)  Camera back inter ior
Open the camera back and turn the four rollers (two on the camera
back and two on the camera body) to make sure they are working
proper ly.  Also,  check the f i lm pressure spr ings in the f i lm take-up
and supply chambers to make sure they are attached properly and
can exert  suf f ic ient  pressure on the f i lm.
(3)  Rangef inder
While watching the double-image focusing spot in the viewfinder,
focus the lens at infinity and at nearest focusing distance to make
sure the focusing r ing is  operat ing proper ly.  l f  you can open the
camera back and check the focusing image on the f i lm plane wi th a
sheet of  ground glass and the mi lky-whi te TAC f i lm that  comes wi th
your camera,  a l l  the bet ter .  The ground glass and TAC f i lm should
be placed on the inner focal-p lane ra i ls ,  not  on the outer  and
elevated f i lm guide ra i ls .
(4)  Shutter
Check the various shutter speeds through the camera back. You
can more or  less te l l  whether the shut ter  is  operat ing at  the r ight
speed or not  by the amount of  l ight  i t  passes through and by the
sound i t  makes.
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(5) Aperture
Open the camera back and turn the aperture ring to make sure the
aperture blades open and c lose smoothly.
(6) Flash synchronization
Clip on the flash, open the camera back, open up the aperture fully,
set the shutter speed selector to the speed you want, then press in
the shut ter  re lease.  l f  l ight  comes in through the lens,  f lash and
shutter  speed are correct ly  synchronized.
( lmportant)
Camera trouble can cost you dearly both materially and otherwise.
Always check your camera before use and have it overhauled
periodically so that you can be sure of yourself at all t imes.
3. Cleaning the lens
As mentioned earlier, scratches on the lens surface can reduce its
sharpness far more than you would think. lf the contrast of your
picture seems somehow insuf f ic ient  and i t  doesn' t  look cr isp enough,
the cause is usually scratches on the lens surface.
(How to clean)
(1)First, blow off dust from the lens surface completely with an air

b lower.
(2) Next, moisten a sheet of lens cleaning paper with plenty of Fuji

lens c leaning f lu id and wipe the lens gent ly  wi th i t  in  a c i rcular
motion. Always start from the center then gradually move out to
the edges.

(3) Finally, after all contaminants have been removed, wipe off the
remaining lens c leaning f lu id wi th a dry sheet of  lens c leaning
paper. Again, start from the center in a circular motion then move
out to the edges.

Caut ion:
Breathing a mist on the lens surface then wiping it off with sil icon
cloth or  other s imi lar  mater ia l  is  the worst  th ing you can do.  Never
do it because this is one of the main causes of scratches on camera

lenses.
4. Precautions
o Always load and unload f i lm in subdued l ight .
o In hot weather, do not leave your camera in a closed car or in

moist places except temporarily for a very short time.
o Always clean your camera before and after taking pictures. Clean

the interior with an air blower, and wipe off the exterior with
si l icon c loth.

o Put your camera away where it is cool dry, and free of dust. And
don' t  forget  to put  the lens cap on.

o l f  there is  soi l  or  dust  in the f i lm chamber,  the f i lm may be
scratched. Be sure to c lean the camera inter ior  f rom t ime to t ime.
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
